It is hard to know where to begin when looking back on 2021. We have been in a state of
emergency for so long we wonder when things will return to normal and what that will be like. |
began 2021 with a sermon series called, “Getting Ready for 2021.” Let’s take a trip back over the
last year based on the main points in that sermon series.

1. Prepare for Bad News

We live in a world of bad news. Even those who follow God with all their heart are not immune
from tragedy. It seems that every time there was a briefing about Covid we all held our breathe
just wondering what the bad news would be and what it would mean for gathering together. As
Bilbo Baggins said, we may feel like butter that has been scraped over too much bread. The
Psalmist said the one who trusts God is not afraid of bad news (Ps 112:7). | know that this last
year there have been times of bad news and trouble and heartache and distress for all of us. We
also know that one day Jesus will make everything new again.

2. Put your confidence in Jesus

Jesus came to bring us back to God. We probably wonder why do the wicked prosper and the
righteous suffer? Why do so many bad things happen to us? | know many of you are so faithful
in coming to church even through a pandemic even when you were leery of being out in a
crowd. | also know there were many who just were not ready to come out but were faithful in
supporting the church. Having confidence in Jesus does not mean we are immune from
discouragement. There will be times when we will not want to crawl out of bed. The power of
evil is strong, but Jesus defeated evil when he rose again, and God is still working out his plan.

3. Pray for Your Church Family

We must pray for the physical and spiritual needs in our spiritual family—that each of us will
walk worthy of the gospel. We pray for unity and the strength to live with humility. In 2
Corinthians, Paul wrote to a church that did not understand life in the New Covenant and the
need to endure. We need each other more than ever in order to endure. We need to encourage
each other because our church family is worth it. Even when we could not meet, | would start a
Zoom meeting and many of you would log on, and it was an encouragement to me to know that
you wanted to learn from the Bible and be there for each other.

4. Pursue Spiritual Maturity

We should desire to be more like Jesus. We learn biblical truth, which shapes our convictions,
which then becomes our affection. We must long for God as the deer pants for water. | felt that
it was good and helpful for us to dig deeper into the attributes of God this last year, which we
did over the fall. We saw so many amazing characteristics of God and we realized that God is a
different being than us altogether. He is sovereign and in control, but he is also good, and his
mercy has been there every day through this last year in spite of all that has happened.
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5. Persist in the ordinary

Growing to be like Jesus means applying the gospel to ordinary life, such as our speech, our
jobs, our activities, and our relationships. Growth happens one step at a time. Instead of
worrying about what God will have us do in the future, we obey God in the present. People
have posted on social media about their big adventure of going from the bedroom to the living
room. There were a lot of plans and activities that had to be changed. Life almost became more
ordinary as things had to be put on hold. All these ordinary, sometimes boring things, are ways
that God uses to help us grow. God will not do something extraordinary in our church if we are
not willing to persist in the ordinary, such as learning his Word, prayer, and gathering together.

6. Pause to See God in Creation

The natural world is the creation of a supernatural God. The things in creation, such as the stars,
the mountains, and the clouds, call to us to stop and be in awe of God. We may have been in
the middle of a pandemic but we still live in a very beautiful area in the world. We have walking
trails and beaches and forest and ocean. | love just laying on the grass and feeling the sun on my
face (although | don’t like ticks - | still want to ask God why he ever made those ghastly things).
| like to see the dog run and chase a leaf blown around by the wind. We can easily lose the
sense of awe in our modern world. Take the time to look closely at creation because it will help
you to see that we have a God who cares enough to create and sustain this world.

As we look back over 2021 and dive into 2022, | think we still need to be reminded of these
principles. We may hear bad news this year. We may feel suffering and need to cry out to Jesus.
We must pray and encourage each other in our church family. We cannot stop pursuing after
God and persisting in the ordinary. Take some time to quietly listen and watch what is
happening in the natural world around you. We do not know what 2022 has in store for us, but |
pray that we will be open to the leading of God as we join with him in reaching our
neighbourhood one conversation at a time.
